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AHA Bylaws Revised June 22, 1958
At a June meeting in Indianapolis of the Board of Directors, final and

unanimous action was taken by the Directors present approving, after fur-
ther changes and careful reading, the revision of the Bylaws presented by
attorney Charles B. English, chairman of a special committee assigned to
the task by the Board of Directors at its meeting in March, 1958, at Cincin-
nati. The Bylaws of the Association are a dynamic document with suc-
cessive changes made to bring them abreast of advancing experience. The
new Bylaws integrate previous amendments providing for area Humanist
Councils. They also make permanent the Delegates' Assembly first held at
the most recent annual meet in Chicago (1958).

A chief concern of the Board at
the June 22 meeting when the revi-
sion p r e s e n t h e r e w i t h w a s adopt-

ed was to m a k e it eas i ly poss ible
for g r o u p s to n o m i n a t e c a n d i d a t e s
(only twenty five members in good
standing are necessary for nomina-
tion by pe t i t ion) but to give m o r e
t ime fo l lowing the a n n o u n c e m e n t
of n o m i n a t i o n s by the N o m i n a t i n g
Committee for petitions to be cir-
culated, ba l lo t s to be m a i l e d and

validated. The rev i sed Bylaws

The president's great relief may
hold out in Little Rock. He may
think that by not facing the issue
it will be solved.

The "massive resistance" of the
state legislatures is just that. In
the most solidly segregated states
dozens of bills have been passed to
hamper even "deliberate speed."
Where state statutes are in conflict
with federal court orders, t h e r e

On June 30, just before the sum-
mer recess, the Supreme Court re-
fused to review Judge Lemley's de-
cision, denying the petition for cer-
t iorar i w h i c h had b e e n e n t e r e d by
the N.A.A.C.P. Chief Justice Earl
Warren read the order in which
the court expressed its firm convic-
tion that the Court of Appeals for
the Eighth Circuit in St. Louis
would "recognize the vital impor-
tance of the t i m e e l e m e n t in this

litigation, and that it will act upon
the app l i ca t i on for a s tay of the ap-

ample time to permit ar-
rangements to be made for the next
school year."

It would look as if the Supreme
Court was making this statement
as a sort of mandate to the judges
in the Eighth Circuit to act prompt-
ly. Arthur Krock, columnist for the
New York Times and an expert on
cons t i tu t iona l problems, predicted
this even before the Washington
Court denied the review. He also
suggests that if the Court of Ap-
peals rules that the suspension of
desegregation shall not stand, then
the Little Rock School
ask Justice Whittaker who super-
vises the Eighth Circuit for a stay.
The N.A.A.C.P. may have the same
choice if the suspension is upheld

Harry Ashmore of the "Arkan-
sas Gazette," who sometimes seems
to waver between practicality and
principle, wrote on J u n e 21 about
a welcomed "breathing spell" for

the Little Rock community.

In surveying what has happened
since 1954, it is difficult to see that
much has been done for desegre-
gation. Time and time again the
really great minds of the nat ion
have insisted that the federal gov-
ernment should take full responsi
bility for seeing that the law is up-
held. It w ou ld look as if the execu-
tive is trying to contradict the
words of the Chief Just ice who said
abou t the d e s e g r e g a t i o n
"the vitality of these constitutional
principles cannot be al lowed to
yield simply because of disagree-
ment with them." When the presi-
dent stalled in September of 1957,
he h a d to use his u l t i m a t e weapon:

The dilatory procedures of the
government and the chief executive
encourage no good, and they only
tend to strengthen and confirm the
growth of Faubuses. Sep tember
w i l l not be a quiet month.
